Distemper, Hepatitis, Parvovirus & Kennel Cough including Bordetella 
Bronchiseptica.
 
Dogs immunised with 'Protec' vaccine may attend from 3 months of age for 
socialising and limited training, followed by basic training after 4 months of age.
 
Dogs immunised with other brands of vaccines must be at least 4 months of age.
 
Classes cater from Introductory to Level 4 (off lead).

Level 4 (on and off lead)
Session A:   * Heel and Steady exercises
(on lead)      * Auto Sits, Stands, Downs
                    * Stands for circulating
                    * Recall and Stays
Session B:   * Heeling
(off lead)     * Aisle exercises
                    * Stays and Stands for examination
                    * Recall
                    * Food refusal
                    * Intro to Dumbell
                    * Intro to Jumping
